If you have any questions about denominations, the re-marriage of divorced persons,
place of marriage, or any of the general guidelines, please refer to the booklet that you
were given with this application, and be sure to ask your clergy.

The word CANON refers to the guidelines or rules that have been established by the
Church.
You are required to prepare yourself for marriage both by Civil law, and by Church Law.
The rector of the Parish is required to ensure that the preparation is done.
The requirements of the law (government) are explained in the brochure that you have
received.
The Anglican Church requires that you follow Canon XXI before an authorized Minister
can marry you.
The Priest must declare to the congregation that "...(you) have complied with civil and
Canon Law, and have been duly prepared to enter into marriage.” (see the B.A.S. pg.542)

It is for that reason if you live away, that you will be asked to complete a Christian
Marriage Preparation Course at a local Church
